NY STATE VOTER REGISTRATION: COMMON Q & A

Q. If I register to vote, am | registered forever?

A. Basically, Yes; however, if you move, change your name, change political parties, are not sure if you are
registered, have not voted in a long time, or have not received any recent mail from the Board of Elections,
YOU SHOULD FILL OUT A NEW FORM.

Q. Do | need any identification in order to vote on Election Day?
A. Probably not, but it’s a good idea to bring identification, just in case.

Q. How do | get an absentee ballot?

A. Ask the people registering you if they have an absentee ballot application; you can also look on the
bottom of the voter registration form and check the box requesting that an absentee ballot application be
sent to you. The application should be filled out and returned to the Board of Elections as soon as possible;
permanently disabled persons who are unable to go to the polls may apply for permanent absentee ballot
status on the application form.

Q. Where do | vote?

A. You should receive a card from the Board of Elections telling you the location of your polling site. If you
don’t receive the card, call (866) VOTE-NYC (868-3692) or 311 if you live in NYC or your local Board of
Elections office; outside of NYC, you need to contact your local Board of Elections. You also have three (3)
ways to vote: EARLY — from Saturday, October 24" thru Sunday, November 1%%; BY MAIL — Request a ballot
by October 27" and mail in BEFORE November 3rd; or ON ELECTION DAY — Tuesday, November 3" from
6AM to 9PM.

Q. I'wasn’t born in the USA. Can I still register to vote?
A. Any person born in the USA (including Washington, D.C.; Guam; Puerto Rico; and the U.S. Virgin Islands),
and/or is naturalized, is a citizen of the USA and is therefore, eligible to vote.

Q. I was covicted of a felony, can | vote?
A. If your crime was a felony in New York State, you can register once you have finished with your sentence
and/or parole. If you are awaiting sentencing at a facility, on felony probation or were convicted of a
misdemeanor, you can register and vote.

Q. How will | know that | am registered to vote?

A. As a registered voter you should receive a postcard or mailing from the Board of Elections with
information on your election and assembly district plus the address of your polling place. If you’re told that
your name is not on the list at your polling place on Election Day, you are still entitled to vote on a paper
ballot (make sure to ask the poll worker to check that you’re at the right table and site). If you're at the
right place and your name isn’t on the list, you can also go before a judge on Elction Day to secure your right
to vote on a machine; call your Board of Elections if you have more questions.

Q. Whom should | contact for additional forms or information?
A. In NYC, call the Board of Elections hotline toll free at (866) Vote-NYC (868-3692) to find out if you're
registred or to request additional forms.

Q. I moved recently, can | vote in the election?

A. You can still vote if your move was a short distance; if you moved within the same Election District (E.D.);
or if you moved within the same apartment building. If you moved out of your E.D. but within the same
county (or within the five boroughs of NYC), you’ll have to go to your new polling site to cast a paper ballot
called an Affidavit Ballot. Unfortunately, if you’ve moved from out of state, from county to county, or into
or out of NYC, you will have to re-register (contact your Board of Elections for details).
